On your arrival a coordinating officer will advise you when your Company should go through for inspection.  

Please note, ALL boys attending this event must be in full complete uniform.  All boys attending from each company will be expected to fall-in for the inspection.

Other aspects of the competition are:

Figure Marching

Details of the routine will be circulated separately.  Please ensure that you refer to the latest version of the figure marching book.

Drama

Your entry should follow the set piece ‘Escaping through the Sea’ see attached.
Music

As with the drama, set piece for song is about Moses. Plus a song chosen by the boys.  Accompaniment maybe allowed example Guitar or Piano and the title of the set piece for singing is ‘How did Moses cross the Red Sea’.   (see attached).
Reading

This section can be completed by either one boy reading both passages or by two boys. There will be marks for each section which will be combined for the reading total.  There will also be a certificate for the best overall reader for the day in a similar fashion to the certificate for the best piece of artwork.

The competition will consist of one set reading on the theme and another piece of poetry on the theme chosen by the company entering.  (NB. This piece of poetry must be at least 12 lines long.)  The readings can be done in any order.
The set reading passage is: 

Exodus Chapter 15  verses 1 – 5. Song of Moses

Handwriting and Artwork

The artwork must follow the theme of ‘Moses’.  Each artwork entry (one per boy) should be completed on a single sheet, no larger than A3. With the title of which plagues or The Red Sea story, written on the reverse It is optional to mount the artwork onto a lager sheet.  Ensure that the boy’s name, age, and company are clearly written on the reverse of each of the entries. 

The handwriting can be the set passage (below).  The entry should be on a single sheet, no larger than A4.  It is optional to decorate and mount the entry for presentation. But the writing is the most important part.   
The passage for the handwriting is:
Exodus chapter 8 -1-3 The second plague (Frogs).
The Lord said to Moses, “Go to Pharaoh and say to him. “Thus says the Lord;
Let my people go, so that they may worship me.

If you refuse to let them go, I will plague your whole country with frogs. 

The river will swarm with frogs.
